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There are many ways in which students can adapt the Academy’s offerings to their needs. Some examples are given here. Each student plans an individual program of study in consultation with the Academy’s staff. Due to the flexibility of the program, changes can be accommodated at almost any time.
EXAMPLE 1:  Susan is an advertising executive in Indianapolis who is preparing for a new career as a professional homeopath.  She is planning to seek certification, so her course of study provides the classroom hours required by the Council for Homeopathic Certification.  Because she is working and raising two children while pursuing her education in homeopathy, she spaces her coursework over three years, taking one course at a time.

EXAMPLE 2: Jonathan has been a practicing certified homeopath for two years in northern New Hampshire. He is venturing into his own office for the first time, and he has also become concerned that some of his cases don’t go as well in the long run as he’d like them to. In addition, it’s difficult for him to travel to gain the continuing education credits required for his annual recertification. Jonathan’s previous training exempts him from prerequisites, and he chooses the specific courses that address his needs.

Dr. Martin wants to accelerate his studies in order to bring homeopathy to his patients as soon as possible, so he plans to take two courses at a time.
